Following the success of the Keep off the Grass campaign which 

prevented St John’s School being built on Odd Down Playing 

Fields, ODDRAG is now applying for Village Green Status.  

A village green must be land on which a significant number of the 

local inhabitants have indulged in lawful sports and pastimes for 

20 years as of right.  These might include organised or ad-hoc 

games, picnics, fetes and other similar activities.

Odd Down Playing Fields are protected by planning laws, but 

this hasn’t stopped applications to use part of the land for new 

development (eg: St John’s Primary School). 

Successfully getting Village Green Status for this land will 

safeguard it for the future, giving the highest protection 

possible. 

Many people in this area remember a covenant on the land which 

kept the fields for recreation only but the covenant cannot be 

found. Village Green Status would give the land the same 

protection as the missing covenant did.

We need to show that a significant number of those people who 

use the land are local people. 

We need to show that those using the green have done so without 

requiring permission, without being stopped or seeing notices 

which stop them, and without having to be secretive about it and 

that between them, local people have done this for a continuous 

period of 20 years.
